Gospel Reflection/Reflexior del Evangelio:

We need to become Christ-bearers and conveyers: By receiving Holy Communion
we become Christ-bearers as Mary was, with the duty of conveying Christ to others
at home and in the workplace, as love, mercy, forgiveness and humble and sacrifi-
cial service. As we celebrate this great feast of Faith, let us worship what St. Tho-
mas Aquinas did not hesitate to call, "the greatest miracle that Christ ever worked on
earth.” ..... My Body ........ My Blood". Before the greatness of this mystery, let us
exclaim with St. Augustine, "O Sacrament of devotion! O Sign of unity! O Bond of
charity!" Let us also repeat St. Thomas Aquinas' prayer of devotion in the presence
of the Blessed Sacrament: "O Sacrament most holy! O Sacrament Divine! All praise
and all thanksgiving be every moment Thine!"

From the Pastor’s Desk:

My Dear Friends, Greetings!

| would like to share with you the homily of
Pope Francis on the Solemnity of the Most
Holy Body and Blood of our Lord.

In the Gospel we have listened to, Jesus
saying something that | always find striking:
“you give them something to eat” (Lk 9:13).
Starting with this sentence | am letting my-
self be guided by three words; following
[sequela], communion, sharing.

1. First of all: who are those who must be given something to eat? We find
the answer at the beginning of the Gospel passage: it is the crowd, the mul-
titude. Jesus is in the midst of the people, he welcomes them, he speaks to
them, he heals them, he shows them God's mercy; it is from among them
that he chooses the Twelve Apostles to be with him and, like him, to im-
merse themselves in the practical situations of the world. Furthermore the
people follow him and listen to him, because Jesus is speaking and behav-
ing in a new way, with the authority of someone who is authentic and consis-
tent, someone who speaks and acts with truth, someone who gives the hope
that comes from God, someone who is a revelation of the Face of a God
who is love. And the people joyfully bless God.

This evening we are the crowd of the Gospel, we too seek to follow Jesus in
order to listen to him, to enter into communion with him in the Eucharist, to
accompany him and in order that he accompany us. Let us ask ourselves:
how do | follow Jesus? Jesus speaks in silence in the Mystery of the Eucha-
rist. He reminds us every time that following him means going out of our-
selves and not making our life a possession of our own, but rather a gift to
him and to others.

2. Let us take another step. Where does Jesus’ request to the disciples, that
they themselves give food to the multitude, come from? It comes from two
things: first of all from the crowd, who in following Jesus find themselves in
the open air, far from any inhabited areas, while evening is falling; and then
from the concern of the disciples who ask Jesus to send the crowd away so
that they can go to the neighboring villages to find provisions and some-
where to stay (cf. Lk 9:12).

Faced with the needs of the crowd the disciples’ solution was this: let each
one think of himself — send the crowd away! How often do we Christians
have this temptation! We do not take upon ourselves the needs of others,
but dismiss them with a pious: “God help you”, or with a not so pious “good
luck’, and if | never see you again.... But Jesus’ solution goes in another
direction, a direction that astonishes the disciples: “You give them some-
thing to eat”. Yet how could we be the ones to give a multitude something to
eat? “We have no more than five loaves and two fish — unless we are to go
and buy food for all these people” (Lk 9:13). However Jesus does not de-
spair. He asks the disciples to have the people sit down in groups of 50
people. He looks up to heaven, recites the blessing, breaks the bread and
fish into pieces and gives them to the disciples to distribute (cf. Lk 9:16). It is
a moment of deep communion: the crowd is satisfied by the word of the Lord

and is now nourished by his bread of life. And they were all satisfied, the
Evangelist notes (cf. Lk 9:17).

This evening we too are gathered round the table of the Lord, the table of
the Eucharistic sacrifice, in which he once again gives us his Body and
makes present the one sacrifice of the Cross. It is in listening to his word, in
nourishing ourselves with his Body and his Blood that he moves us on from
being a multitude to being a community, from anonymity to communion. The
Eucharist is the sacrament of communion that brings us out of individualism
so that we may follow him together, living out our faith in him. Therefore we
should all ask ourselves before the Lord: how do | live the Eucharist? Do |
live it anonymously or as a moment of true communion with the Lord, and
also with all the brothers and sisters who share this same banquet? What
are our Eucharistic celebrations like?

3. A final element: where does the multiplication of the loaves come from?
The answer lies in Jesus’ request to the disciples: “You give them...”, “to
give”, to share. What do the disciples share? The little they have: five loaves
and two fish. However it is those very loaves and fish in the Lord's hands
that feed the entire crowd. And it is the disciples themselves, bewildered as
they face the insufficiency of their means, the poverty of what they are able
to make available, who get the people to sit down and who — trusting in
Jesus’ words — distribute the loaves and fish that satisfy the crowd. And this
tells us that in the Church, but also in society, a key word of which we must
not be frightened is “solidarity”, that is, the ability to make what we have, our
humble capacities, available to God, for only in sharing, in giving, will our life
be fruitful. Solidarity is a word seen badly by the spirit of the world!

Today, once again, the Lord distributes for us the bread that is his Body, he
makes himself a gift; and we too experience “God’s solidarity” with man, a
solidarity that is never depleted, a solidarity that never ceases to amaze us:
God makes himself close to us, in the sacrifice of the Cross he humbles
himself, entering the darkness of death to give us his life which overcomes
evil, selfishness and death. Jesus, this evening too, gives himself to us in
the Eucharist, shares in our journey, indeed he makes himself food, the true
food that sustains our life also in moments when the road becomes hard-
going and obstacles slow our steps. And in the Eucharist the Lord makes us
walk on his road, that of service, of sharing, of giving; and if it is shared, that
little we have, that little we are, becomes riches, for the power of God —
which is the power of love — comes down into our poverty to transform it.

So let us ask ourselves today, in adoring Christ who is really present in the
Eucharist: do | let myself be transformed by him? Do | let the Lord who gives
himself to me, guide me to going out ever more from my little enclosure, in
order to give, to share, to love him and others?

Brothers and sisters, following, communion, sharing. Let us pray that partici-
pation in the Eucharist may always be an incentive: to follow the Lord every
day, to be instruments of communion and to share what we are with him and
with our neighbor. Our life will then be truly fruitful. Amen.

Del Escritorio del Parroco:

Queridos hermanos/as: Permitanme compartir con ustedes la homilia del
Papa Francisco en la Solemnidad del Cuerpo y la Sangre de Cristo.

En el Evangelio que hemos escuchado hay una expresion de Jesus que me
impresiona siempre: «Dadles vosotros de comer» (Lc 9, 13). Partiendo de
esta frase, me dejo guiar por tres palabras: seguimiento, comunion,
compartir.

Ante todo: ¢a quiénes hay que dar de comer? La respuesta la encontramos
al inicio del pasaje evangélico: es la muchedumbre, la multitud. Jesus esta
en medio de la gente, la acoge, le habla, la atiende, le muestra la
misericordia de Dios; en medio de ella elige a los Doce Apostoles para estar
con El'y sumergirse como El en las situaciones concretas del mundo. Y la
gente le sigue, le escucha, porque Jesus habla y actia de un modo nuevo,
con la autoridad de quien es auténtico y coherente, de quien habla y actua
con verdad, de quien dona la esperanza que viene de Dios, de quien es
revelacion del Rostro de un Dios que es amor. Y la gente, con alegria,
bendice a Dios.

Esta tarde nosotros somos la multitud del Evangelio, también nosotros
buscamos seguir a JesUs para escucharle, para entrar en comunién con El
en la Eucaristia, para acompafiarle y para que nos acompafie.
Preguntémonos: ;como sigo yo a JesUs? JesUs habla en silencio en el
Misterio de la Eucaristia y cada vez nos recuerda que seguirle quiere decir

salir de nosotros mismos y hacer de nuestra vida no una posesion nuestra,

sino un don a El y a los demas.

Demos un paso adelante: ;de donde nace la invitacidon que JesUs hace a
los discipulos para que sacien ellos mismos a la multitud? Nace de dos
elementos: ante todo de la multitud, que, siguiendo a Jesus, esta a la
intemperie, lejos de lugares habitados, mientras se hace tarde; y después
de la preocupacion de los discipulos, que piden a Jesus que despida a la
muchedumbre para que se dirija a los lugares vecinos a hallar alimento y
cobija (cf. Lc 9, 12). Ante la necesidad de la multitud, he aqui la solucién de
los discipulos: que cada uno se ocupe de si mismo; jdespedir a la
muchedumbre! jCuantas veces nosotros cristianos hemos tenido esta
tentacion! No nos hacemos cargo de las necesidades de los demas,
despidiéndoles con un piadoso: «Que Dios te ayude», o con un no tan
piadoso: «Buena suerte», y si no te veo més... Pero la solucion de Jesus va
en otra direccion, una direccion que sorprende a los discipulos: «Dadles
vosotros de comer». Pero 4como es posible que seamos nosotros quienes
demos de comer a una multitud? «No tenemos mas que cinco panes y dos
peces; a no ser que vayamos a comprar de comer para toda esta
gente» (Lc 9, 13). Pero Jesus no se desanima: pide a los discipulos que
hagan sentarse a la gente en comunidades de cincuenta personas, eleva
los ojos al cielo, reza la bendicion, parte los panes y los da a los discipulos
para que los distribuyan (cf. Lc 9, 16). Es un momento de profunda
comunion: la multitud saciada por la palabra del Sefior se nutre ahora por
su pan de vida. Y todos se saciaron, apunta el Evangelista (cf. Lc 9, 17).
Esta tarde, también nosotros estamos alrededor de la mesa del Sefior, de la
mesa del Sacrificio eucaristico, en la que El nos dona de nuevo su Cuerpo,
hace presente el Unico sacrificio de la Cruz. Es en la escucha de su

Palabra, alimentandonos de su Cuerpo y de su Sangre, como El hace que
pasemos de ser multitud a ser comunidad, del anonimato a la comunién. La
Eucaristia es el Sacramento de la comunién, que nos hace salir del
individualismo para vivir juntos el seguimiento, la fe en El. Entonces todos
deberiamos preguntarnos ante el Sefior: ;,cdmo vivo yo la Eucaristia? ;La
vivo de modo anénimo o como momento de verdadera comunion con el
Sefior, pero también con todos los hermanos y las hermanas que
comparten esta misma mesa? ;COomo son nuestras celebraciones
eucaristicas?

Un Ultimo elemento: ¢de donde nace la multiplicacién de los panes? La
respuesta estd en la invitacion de JesUs a los discipulos: «Dadles
vosotros...», «dar», compartir. ; Qué comparten los discipulos? Lo poco que
tienen: cinco panes y dos peces. Pero son precisamente €sos panes y €sos
peces los que en las manos del Sefior sacian a toda la multitud. Y son
justamente los discipulos, perplejos ante la incapacidad de sus medios y la
pobreza de lo que pueden poner a disposicion, quienes acomodan a la
gente y distribuyen —confiando en la palabra de Jesis— los panes y los
peces que sacian a la multitud. Y esto nos dice que en la Iglesia, pero
también en la sociedad, una palabra clave de la que no debemos tener
miedo es «solidaridad», o sea, saber poner a disposicién de Dios lo que
tenemos, nuestras humildes capacidades, porque sélo compartiendo, sélo
en dar, nuestra vida sera fecunda, dara fruto. Solidaridad: juna palabra
malmirada por el espiritu mundano!

Esta tarde, de nuevo, el Sefior distribuye para nosotros el pan que es su
Cuerpo, El se hace un regalo. Y también nosotros experimentamos la
«solidaridad de Dios» con el hombre, una solidaridad que jamas se agota,
una solidaridad que no acaba de sorprendernos: Dios se acerca a nosotros,
en el sacrificio de la Cruz se humilla entrando en la oscuridad de la muerte
para darnos su vida, que vence el mal, el egoismo y la muerte. Jesus
también esta tarde se da a nosotros en la Eucaristia, comparte nuestro
mismo camino, es mas, se hace alimento, el verdadero alimento que
sostiene nuestra vida también en los momentos en los que el camino se
hace duro, y los obstaculos hacen nuestros pasos mas lentos. Y en la
Eucaristia el Sefior nos hace recorrer su camino, el del servicio, el de
compartir, el de dar, y lo poco que tenemos, lo poco que somos, si se
comparte, se convierte en riqueza, porque el poder de Dios, que es el del
amor, desciende sobre nuestra pobreza para transformarla.

Asi que preguntémonos esta tarde, al adorar a Cristo que realmente esta
presente en la Eucaristia: ;me dejo transformar por EI? ;Dejo que el Sefior,
que se da a mi, me guie para salir cada vez mas de mi pequefio recinto,
para salir y no tener miedo de dar, de compartir, de amarle a El y a los
demas?

Hermanos y hermanas: seguimiento, comunion, compartir. Oremos para
que la participacion en la Eucaristia nos provoque siempre: a seguir al
Sefior cada dia, a ser instrumentos de comunién, a compartir con El y con
nuestro préjimo lo que somos. Entonces nuestra existencia serd
verdaderamente fecunda. Amén.
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
